Usdan is a 140-acre campus with facilities spread throughout - distances vary and are along uneven
surfaces, up and down hills. Some facilities are elevated and require one to two stairs to enter.
Although this position mostly consists of office work, there will be many opportunities for this
position to traverse the campus, especially during the summer season. Some staff walk an average
of two miles per day. Other physical demands include the ability to work in a hot, humid
environment; the ability to speak clearly and understand the speech of another person; and the
ability to prioritize sounds and focus on one sound among many.
