The teacher will be responsible for the creation, implementation, teaching, and assessment of a 2 or
7 week course at Usdan Summer Camp for the Arts. The course will be taught on Usdan’s campus in
Wheatley Heights, Long Island, NY.

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- Have student safety as a top priority at all times.

- Create a joyful, fun and engaging atmosphere in the studio.

- Useinquiry, exploration and experimentation as primary teaching tools.

- Differentiate instruction to be both challenging and developmentally appropriate for each
student’s age and ability, which varies within and across classes.

- Teach skills that are both technical and cognitive. Encourage students to explore ideas and
their art form and to actively reflect on the process.

- Have a curriculum that is rooted in diversity by incorporating and encouraging multiple
perspectives from historic and contemporary content.

- Create an environment where teachers are learners, there is respect and trust among all
participants, and a belief in student capacities.
